The Candidate should ensure thaf all the information filled during the online
submission of the application/registration form is correct and factual. Information
provided by the candidates in the online application/registration form shall be treated
as correct and self-certified. The AACCC shall not entertain, under any circumstances,

any request for changé/madify/edit/alter the information provided by the candidates.

A candidate can submit application/registration form only once. Any candidate found
to have submitted, more than one application/registration form shall be debarred from
AACCC-UG Counseling allotment process, his/her candidature shall be cancelled and

further action as deemed appropriate by the AACCC, M/o Ayush shall be taken.

Registration facility shall be available at the beginning of 1% Round, 2" Round & 3"
Round /Mop-up Round of AACCC-UG Counseling, on dates as specified in
Counseling Schedule. Thereafter, registration facility shall not be available, under any
circumstances. Further, any request (for any reason), for registration, shall not be
entertained after closing of registration. There will be no fresh registration for Stray

Vacancy Round.
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g) The Security Deposit will be forfeited if a candidate who has been joined the allotted
seat in the second Round & wants to exit from the respective institution. Further, the
Security Deposit will be forfeited if a candidate has been allotted/upgraded a seat in
the 3rd/Mop-up Round of AACCC-UG Counseling and does not join the respective
institution or surrender the seat due to any unforeseen reason from the candidate’s end.
Also, the Security Deposit will be forfeited if the admission gets cancelled due to any
reason from the candidate’s end. E.g, in case the candidate gives wrong information at
the time of registration on the basis of which a seat might be allotted and~later on
cancelled by the Admission Authorities at the time of reporting or fails tosproduce the

required documents at the time of admission (within the stipulated time).

If a candidate joins the allotted seat in the 2" Round and thereaftef wants to exit
from the institute, he/she needs to relieve/resign from respective institute 3 days
prior to the commencement of registration for 3"/MopéupiRound of AACCC-UG
counseling, with forfeiture of security money to avoidtdisqualifying from further
counseling. In case, the candidate fails to do so,-he/she shall ineligible for further
AYUSH counseling (Central/State/UT/Nominated).

Once the candidate allotted a seat in‘the 3% Round/ Mop-up Round or Final Stray
Vacancy Round (conducted by thé AACCC through online), he/she will not be

eligible for exiting from the admitted/allotted seat and if so, he/she will not be
eligible for further AYUSH ‘Counseling and the security money of such candidates
will be forfeited. Further, @& list of such ineligible candidates will be circulated to
concerned State/UT+ counseling authorities, National Institutes/ Central Universities/

universities, ASU&H institutions, NCISM, NCH & State/Central Government.

INTRODUCTION

Ayush Admissions Central Counseling Committee (AACCC) of Ministry of Ayush, Govt. of
India, New Delhi is conducting Online Counseling for allotment of Under Graduate

Universities/National Institutes to the NEET qualified eligible candidates since 2019. The alletment of
seats to the candidates is made based on the NEET UG, 2021 Examination conducted by National
Testing Agency (NTA).

CENTRAL UNIVERSITIES / NATIONAL INSTITUTES

All candidates who have qualified NEET-UG, 2021 Examination are eligible. (except the Union

The AACCC, M/o Ayush will conduct four rounds. of counseling for admission in Central
Universities and National Institutes through online*mode: i.e. Round 1, Round 2, Round 3/Mop-

The
candidates completing the age of 17 years on 01% January, 2022 or later will not be eligible for
admission, i.e. the candidate must be born on or before 31.12.2004.

. To become eligible for 85% Delhi Quota, the candidate must have passed 11" and 12" Standard
examination under 10+2 system conducted by CBSE/Indian School/certificate examination/Jamia
Milia Islamia, New Delhi or any other equivalent examination from a recognized school situated
within the NCT of Delhi only.

. The candidates who have passed qualifying examination from Patrachar Vidyalaya or National
Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) will be eligible for admission in BAMS/BHMS/BUMS
courses under 85% Delhi Quota provided their study center and the examination Center were
within the National Capital Territory of Delhi (NCTD) and they must.uploead a certificate from
the controlling authority of Patrachar Vidyalaya/N10S in this regard.

. The eligibility conditions have been provided by the Delhi University for Delhi Quota admission
in ASU&H courses. The AACCC, M/o Ayush has no role to,play in this regard. Candidates are
advised to verify the eligibility criteria from the DU website before applying for the said seats.

Reservation of seats under PWD Category has been increased from 3% to 5%-in AIQ and the 21
Benchmark Disabilities as envisaged under the regulations of Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act
2016. Candidates who want to avail 5% PwD reservation in UG seats Govti/Govt. Aided/Central/National
ASU & H institutions, should obtain a Disability certificate as_ per,21Benchmark Disabilities given
under RPWD Act 2016, from the designated disability Centers as per the list enclosed as ANNEXURE-
Il. The certificate issued by any other hospital/ board willnot<be accepted. Further, the format of
‘Certificate of Disability’ is attached in Annexure-I.

The certificateshould be issued by the’competent authority and as per the prescribed
format of the Government of India. In case the candidate fails to produce Caste and
PwD/EWS certificate in the prescribed format, if applicable, at allotted ASU & H College then
he/she will not be permitted to take admission and his/her category will be changed in next
round, if otherwise eligible. Further,.Candidates are requested to read NEET-UG, 2021
Bulletin/Prospectus in detail, regarding'Caste, EWS and PwD Reservation/Certificate carefully.

Q. No. 9. If | forget the password that l\have created earlier, how to retrieve it?

Ans: To retrieve the forgotten password, the system facilitates the following process:

Reset password using reset link via registered email

Candidate has to enter their NEET-UG, 2021 Roll No. If entered data (Roll No.) matches
with backend databasesthen system will send a reset password link to the registered email-id.
After clicking the(received link in their mail-inbox, candidates are required follow the online
instruction for resetting the New Password.

Candidate has to enter their NEET-UG, 2021 Roll No. If entered data (Roll No.) matches
with backend database then system will send verification code to the registered mobile no.
Candidates are required to enter verification code, if verification code matches with database
then system will prompt for resetting New Password.
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Q. No. 10: When 1 try to log in for choice filling/ submission, it says wrong roll
number/ password, what may be the problem(s)?

Ans: No, during online choice filling, you can give as many choices as you wish, Hawever,
choices of colleges/courses should be in the order of candidates’ preference (higher to,lower).

Universities/Delhi Quota for filling up choices.

Q. No0.13: Is it necessary to, fillup the choices and lock the choices to get seat
allotted? Or I will be allotted séat automatically from leftover seats?

Ans: After online registration, you have to fill in the choices of colleges/courses in order of
your preference and lock it before server time. Once the choice is filled in, it can be modified
before locking.

FEES RELATED FAQ’s
Q. No. 1: What are the various fees to be paid at the time of registration?

Ans: At the time of registration, students must pay two kinds of fee
a) Non-Refundable Registration Fee
